We have commenced a new calendar year-the year 2018. Shortly, we will have completed our Christmas and 
New Year vacations and return back to the grind of daily living. With the hurried pace of modern life it is 
easy to miss the gems of the spiritual life that are strategically placed in the first week of January. 

 

On January 6th, we encounter one of the greatest gems of the spiritual year-the great Feast of Theophany. 
This feast is so great that it is only second to Holy Pascha in terms of importance. 

 

The most common images or associations that comes to us when we think of Theophany are the priests bless-
ing fonts filled with water. When the prayers of the ñAgiasmos Serviceò are finished this ordinary water will 
have been transformed into holy water. It is this water with which the priest sprinkles us and blesses our 
homes. Those of us who read our Orthodox Observer, the national newspaper of the Greek Orthodox Archdi-
ocese of America, will remember seeing a multitude of pictures of bishops, priests and laity gathered by sea-
shores, lakesides and rivers throughout our country to celebrate this ñGreat Blessing of the Waters Serviceò. 
Pictures capturing the hierarchs hurling crosses into the body of water before them. Then, speedily, young 
men and women are seen diving into the water to see who will be the first to retrieve the cross. The one who 
retrieves the cross first receives a special blessing and is recognized by those gathered. It is a festive occa-
sion. 

 

However, there is more than meets the eye. This special feast day and itsô services are filled with nuances 
and messages. We often miss them because we get lost in the pageantry and beauty of the celebration. In this 
beautiful service we are transported back in time to the Jordan River. As Jesus draws near to the river to 
submit to being bapized by St. John the Baptist, the hidden identity of God is revealed. The following hymn 
taken from the Compline service of the Feast of Theophany reveals God to be Trinity-Three in Persons-yet 
one is Essence: 

 

ñSeeing You, O Christ our God, Drawing near to him in the river Jordan, John said: why are You 
who are without defilement come to Your servant, O Lord? 
In whose name shall I baptize You? Of the Father? But You bear Him in Yourself. Of the Son? But 
You are Yourself the Son made of flesh. Of the Holy Spirit? But You know that from Your own lips 
You gave Him to the faithful. 

O God who has appeared, have mercy on us!ò 
 

Before this central event of salvation history, the identity of the Trinitarian God was hidden as in a cloud, 
cryptically concealed in key versus of the Old Testament, and very much a mystery. On the day of  this 
great feast God says, ñThis is Who I AMò! This is why the feast is called ñTheophanyò which is translat-

ed into English ñGodôs revealingò! 

It is no surprise that, unlike the Christian West, Theophany is considered to be a greater feast than 
Christmas. 

 
It would be remiss on my part if I did not remind you that Godôs revealing Himself to us on Theophany 
doesnôt end there! Our lives present us with many potential Theophanies we must train our spiritual eyes 
to see them when they occur.

We encounter them in the miracle of child birth, in the prayers of the Divine Liturgy in which ordinary 
bread and wine are changed into our Lordôs Body and Blood, during those moments of prayer when our 

souls are warmed by the Presence of Godôs Uncreated Energies, in those moments in which we experi-
ence Godôs deliverance from potential danger, in our encounters with strangers who have manifested 
great kindness to us, on those unexpected occasions when in dire need we receive financial help from a 

person who wasnôt aware of our predicament, and those occasions when we have entertained angels with-
out our awareness. 
 

One may say ñbut father these things donôt happen to meò! I beg to differ. If we humble ourselves 
and commit to regular prayer, we will begin to see these Theophanies of God. They may come 
first as small things. However, in time they will grow. 

In bringing this spiritual reflection to a close, I encourage each of us to use the gift of this New Year as 
an opportunity to experience an encounter with God. And when He reveals Himself to you, make sure to 
share your story. 
 
I wish you a blessed 2018 filled with the theophanies of God.

¶  Cell phones: and texting are never allowed in the church. If you have a professional reason to carry  a 
phone for emergencies, keep it on mute, not vibrate, and sit near the exit so that leaving for an emergency  
will not be a distraction to others. Otherwise, please turn off  your phone before entering the sanctuary. 

¶ Lipstick: Do not wear lipstick while taking Holy Communion , or when kissing the cross, an icon, the 
priestõs / bishopõs hand, or any sacred object.  (Please note that lipstick can harm the finish on the icons 
and cause damage)  

¶ Leg crossing: One should not be too casual in the Divine Liturgy. We do not want to offend the Lord by 
crossing our legs or arms. People from many cultures are offended by the crossing of legs or arms. Even 
arms thrown back over the pew show a casual disrespect. Keeping your feet on the ground also enables  
you to be  attentive and to stand when necessary. 

¶ When Receiving the Antidoron (Holy Bread):  When receiving the antidoron after Holy 
Communion or after venerating the cross at the end of Divine  Liturgy, do not allow the crumbs 
to drop, since this is blessed bread we are not to step on it. Children will need assistance so that 
they do not take too many pieces, and so they are not careless in handling the bread. 

 
Let us remember we gather in Godõs house and as we come together there are ways we can show our 
respect and reverence.

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Traditions and Recipes 
 

On January 1st, we celebrate one of the most beloved saints of the Church, Saint Basil the Great. St. Basil was born in 
Caesaria which would be modern day Kayseri, Turkey around 330 AD. He was born into a very pious family. 
 
St. Basil became the bishop of Caesarea in 370 AD. As Bishop, Basil created a large complex (almost its own city) 
called Basiliad, which was a revolutionary place.  The poor and orphaned were housed and fed; the sick and the aged 
were given medical attention for free. All of this was accomplished by having a monastic community attached to the 
Basiliad and lived out a life of service. Basiliad was the worldôs first hospital, an outpouring of love for neighbor with 
the backing of the Church, an incredible accomplishment. 
 
The tradition of Vasilopita (literally ñBasil Breadò) comes from the Life of St. Basil.  It is said that the Emperor had 
put a large tax on Basilôs flock during a time of great famine. People gave away their jewelry to pay for the tax. Even-
tually St Basil called upon the emperor to repent and he did.  All of the jewelry was turned over to Basil, but no one 
knew what belonged to whom. Basil prayed and decided to bake the jewelry into bread and prayed and cut pieces for 
his people.  Miraculously everyone received in their bread their own belongings that they had paid as tax. 
 

 

Recipe for Vasilopita Greek New Yearôs Cake Recipe 
 

 
 

Ingredients: 

¶ 1 cup butter, softened to room temperature 

¶ 2 cups granulated sugar 

¶ 5 large eggs 

¶ 2 tablespoons water 

¶ 2 teaspoons vanilla extract 

¶ 3 cups all-purpose flour 

¶ 1 teaspoon ground mahleb (optional) 

¶ 1 teaspoon baking powder 

¶ 1/2 cup slivered almonds 
 

1 coin (gold coin is best) 

 

Directions: 
 
Preheat the oven to 325 Degrees Fahrenheit. 
Make sure the butter is softened to room temperature. Add the butter and granulated sugar to a large bowl and beat on medium speed 
using an electric mixer until well combined. 
 
Separate 3 of the eggs and add the yokes one at a time, beating on medium speed into the butter as you do. Add the two whole eggs one 
at a time and beat those into the mixture until well combined. Set aside the 3 egg whites. 
 
Sift the flour, optional mahleb, and baking powder together into a large bowl. Slowly add the dry ingredients to the butter mixture, beat-
ing on low speed until well combined.  Add the 3 egg whites to a medium bowl and whip vigorously using a whisk until theyôre foamy. 
Fold the egg whites into the batter using a rubber spatula. 
 
Spray a 10 x 4 round pan with cooking spray and pour the batter into the pan. Add the coin to the batter and distribute batter evenly into 
the pan using a rubber spatula. Sprinkle the almonds onto the top of the batter. 
 
Place the pan in the center of the oven and bake for approximately 70 minutes, or until the top is golden brown and a toothpick inserted 
into the center comes out clean. 

       

Vasilopita is a New Yearôs Day cake which contains a hidden 
coin or trinket which gives good luck to the person who finds 
it.  On New Yearôs Day Greek families cut the vasilopita to 
bless their house and bring good luck for the New Year. 

EutixismenoV o KenourgioV CronoV ! ïHappy New Year! 
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Icon of the Feast of the Epiphany 
 
The Icon of the Feast of Theophany tells the story from the Gospels in images and color. On the left side of the 
icon we see John the Baptist (1) who is dressed in camelôs hair and has the appearance of one who lives in the wil-
derness. His arms are outstretched, showing an attitude of prayer and reverence, but also directing others to 
Christ. With his right hand he is conducting the baptism. 
 

John the Baptist, the cousin of Jesus and the one chosen by God to proclaim His coming, was preaching in the wil-
derness and was baptizing all who would respond to his message calling for repentance. As he was doing this, 
John was directing the people toward the one who would baptize them with the Holy Spirit. 
 

The Scriptures tell us that Jesus came from Galilee to John at the Jordan to be baptized by him. Initially, John 
would not do this, saying that Jesus should baptize him. Jesus said to John, ñLet it be so now; for it is proper for 
us in this way to fulfill all righteousness (3:15). John consented and baptized Jesus. 
 

When Jesus came up from the water, the heavens opened suddenly, and the Holy Spirit descended upon Him. The 
Bible records that the Spirit descended like a dove and alighted on him. When this happened, a voice came from 
heaven and said, ñThis is my Son, the Beloved, with whom I am well pleased.ò     This was the voice of God the 
Father. 
 

Christôs baptism in the Jordan was ñtheophany,ò a manifestation of God to the world, because it was the begin-
ning of our Lordôs public ministry. It was also a ñtheophanyò in that the world was granted a revelation of the Ho-
ly Trinity. All three Persons were made manifest together: the Father testified from on high to the divine Sonship 
of Jesus; the Son received His Fatherôs testimony; and the Spirit was seen in the form of a dove, descending from 
the Father and resting upon the Son. 
 

The theme of ñmanifestationò or ñrevelationò is also expressed in Scripture with the symbolism of light. In the 
hymn of the Feast we sing, ñChrist has appeared and enlightened the world.ò Thus, January 6 is also known as 
the Feast of Lights. The Church celebrates on this day the illumination of the world by the light of Christ. 
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Childrenôs Coloring & Activity Page 
 

The Feast of the Holy Theophany (Epiphany) of our Lord God and Savior Jesus Christ is celebrated each year on 
January 6. The Feast commemorates the Baptism of Christ and the divine revelation of the Holy Trinity. At the 
Baptism of Christ, all three Persons of the Holy TrinityðFather, Son, and Holy Spiritðwere made manifest. Thus, 
the name of the Feast is Epiphany, meaning manifestation, or Theophany, meaning manifestation of God.
